1. BOE updates information
on voter record as specified
on Return Notice.

2. BOE changes Voter Status
from ‘Active-Confirmation’ to
“Active’.

3. The elector is a fully
qualified elector and eligible
to engage in the activities of a
registered voter, including the
ability to vote by regular
ballot in-person or by-mail
in all Ohio elections without
CITIZENSHIP and potentially
IDENTITY verification.

CONFIRMATION NOTICE
RETURNED - Confirms
Existing Information on

Voter Record (from Voter

Registration Application)

1. BOE accepts elector’s word
without further investigation —
even though there exists a
mismatch between the DL/ID
or SSN4 and the elector’s
NAME or BIRTH DATE.

2. BOE changes Voter Status
from ‘Active-Confirmation’ to
“Active.’

3. The elector is a fully
qualified elector and eligible to
engage in the activities of a
registered voter, including the
ability to vote by regular
ballot in-person or by-mail in
all Ohio elections without
NAME and/or BIRTH DATE,
CITIZENSHIP and potentially
IDENTITY verification.

CONFIRMATION NOTICE NOT
RETURNED

1. ‘Active-Confirmation’ Voter
Status remains. The four year
clock begins to cancel the
elector from Ohio Voter Rolls if
there is no ‘voter-initiated
activity for 4 years (vote, submit
valid absentee ballot
application, register to vote,
update/confirm voter
registration at BMV, sign a
petition).

2. Even though the voter
remains in ‘Active-Confirmation’
voter Status, the elector
remains a fully qualified elector
and eligible to engage in the
activities of a registered voter,
including the ability to vote by
regular ballot in-person or by-
mail in all Ohio elections
without NAME and/or BIRTH
DATE, CITIZENSHIP,
ADDRESS and potentially
IDENTITY verification.

CONFIRMATION NOTICE
RETURNED TO BOE
UNDELIVERABLE

1. EOM doesn't state any changes
are required to be made to the voter
record which implies the elector
remains in ‘Active-Confirmation’
status as a fully qualified elector and
eligible to engage in the activities of a
registered voter, including the ability
to vote by regular ballot in-person
or by-mail in all Ohio elections
without NAME and/or BIRTH DATE,
CITIZENSHIP, ADDRESS and
potentially IDENTITY verification.

When Acknowledgement Notices are
returned undeliverable and an
investigation reveals the address
mailed is the same as on the voter
registration application, the BOE must
change voter status to ‘inactive’ (or
‘active-confirmation’ and issue a
confirmation notice by forwardable mail
[RC 3503.19(C ). For equal protection
under the laws, undeliverable Notices
should be treated the same.
