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SOS Annual Non-Citizen Review! Does Not Keep Non-Citizens Off Ohio Voter Rolls

Are ANY applicants screened to be US citizens before they are added to Ohio Voter Rolls? NO
How often does the SOS screen Ohio Voter Rolls for non-citizens? ONCE A YEAR
Are non-citizens able to vote in Ohio elections? YES
Are ALL non-citizens on Ohio Voter Rolls found in the SOS Annual Non-Citizen Review? NO
Are non-citizens found in the Annual Non-Citizen Review removed from Ohio Voter Rolls immediately? NO
Is Ohio compliant with US/Ohio Constitution, federal/state laws that require US citizenship to vote? NO

Databases Searched to Identify Non-Citizens: Bureau of Motor Vehicles (BMV) Secial Security- Administration{SSA);

Non-Citizen Selection Criteria: First, a person must submit non-citizen documents to BMV. Ohio BMV has issued over 220,000
Ohio driver licenses/state ids to non-citizens as of April 2023.2 If a non-citizen does not have a driver license/state id, they will not
be selected for the Non-Citizen Review even though they may have non-citizen documents on file at Ohio Job & Family Services or
Social Security Administration. Over 800,000 persons were added to Ohio Voter Rolls using the last four digits of social security
number as identification since 2011° that have never been included in the Annual Non-Citizen Review.

Second, the person must register to vote, change their name/address, or vote; and

Third, the person must AGAIN submit non-citizen documents to the BMV.
How many non-citizens are excluded from the SOS Annual Non-Citizen Review based on this criteria?

How are Non-Citizens Removed from Ohio Voter Rolls? An elector identified as a non-citizen is mailed a Notice to:
(1) confirm they are a citizen - Ohio law and SOS Directives are silent regarding how a person ‘confirms’ they are a citizen, which
indicates the non-citizen may be able to state they are a citizen as they did when filling out the original voter registration application;

or (2) self-cancel their voter registration - Ohio law and SOS Directives are silent regarding whether the non-citizen will be
prosecuted for for illegally registering and and potentially illegally voting in Ohio which indicates likely no legal action will be taken.
If the non-citizen takes no action, the non-citizen remains on Ohio Voter Rolls until the Attorney General acts to remove.
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
