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Modems are capable of both sending and receiving data. They connect to the
cellular network, not the internet. So when the voting machine companies
and our government say the election machines don’t connect to the internet,
they are telling the truth because they don’t connect DIRECTLY to the
internet. To get to the internet, the modem has to go through another

computer or a gateway. Kind of like this...
